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Faculty Travel (cont.)
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1) Tallinn, Estonia. 26 of June at midnight. This is what a “white 
night” looks like.
2) Emajõgi River. Note that on the map that in the 16th century it 
connected Tartu with the sea; Hanseatic ships could reach the city. 
However, post- glacial isostatic rebound changed the course of the 
river to the lake to the east. Tartu is the intellectual and cultural 
capital of Estonia.
3) Narva River. To the left (Estonian side of the border) is the Narva
Castle, and to the right (Russian side) is the Ivangorod fortress. 
4) Arensburg Castle. Late medieval castle on the island of Saaremaa. 
5) Archaeological remains of a WWII runway on the west side of 
Saaremaa Island, used by Soviet planes to bomb Berlin in the early 
days of the German invasion of the USSR. 
6) Square in beautiful medieval Riga, Latvia.
